Grass Cutting

It was noted a complaint had been received that the village green adjacent to the church is not being strimmed when the grass is cut.  This will be discussed at the next full meeting after prices for the additional work are obtained.
Lane adjacent to Kingbank 

A complaint had been received that the lane is being used as a thoroughfare (min 550/13 refers) and the provision of “Access Only” signs have been requested.  This will be considered at the next meeting.

Accident on land adjacent to Kingbank

The Parish Council have been notified that an accident occurred on the lane adjacent to Kingbank involving an articulated lorry.  Damage had been sustained by numerous private properties and an area of the Village Green including a storm drain was also damaged.  It was debated whether the matter was urgent however a sit visit was held and it was agreed the matter would be reviewed after heavy rain and discussed at the next meeting.  The police will also be contacted to discuss the incident.
Lamp Post

A lamp post adjacent to Roman House has been damaged in high winds and will be reported to the relevant authorities.

Consultation over Naming of Land adjacent to 1&2 Whitehouse
Following the last Parish Council meeting (min 555/13 refers) the objection to the naming of the land as Orchard Close had been submitted.  However it had since been discovered that the postal code for the land would be different to Orchard House.  In light of this it was confirmed the original objection would not stand.  The City Council had however sought an alternative name in the meantime and “Cherry Lane” had been suggested.  Resolved that the Parish Council retract the previous objection to Orchard Close and make no objection to Cherry Lane to leave the decision in the hands of the developers.

Step outside Reading Room
It was noted that two people had tripped entering the Reading Room and concerns were raised that the step approaching the building could be contributing as a trip hazard.  Various options were considered including making a slope instead of the step or painting the step.  It was noted that building regulations had advised against a slope in case of a slip hazard in frosty weather.  Resolved to paint the step and monitor the situation before discussing at the next full meeting.
