	Public Participation
Mr Bullough raised concerns regarding drainage on the Village Green.  This is to be put on a future agenda for thorough discussion.
City Cllr Bowman informed members that the Tour of Britain had been a great success.  He also noted that the Cumbria Pride event was due to take place and that there would be a food festival in October in Carlisle City Centre.  He also noted that electoral boundary changes were being planned that would reduce the number of councillors. 

Village Green and Common Land

895.1 Tree Risk Assessment

Advice had been sought from an independent expert who strongly advised against pollarding the lime trees.  In light of this it was agreed that the works as detailed in the risk assessment should be progressed with.  The contractor with the lowest priced quotation – Talkin Trees at £1050 - will therefore be invited to meet with Councillors to discuss the works and to enable Councillors to confirm that all trees are under the ownership of the Council.  

The Clerk is to find out if any financial support will be available from Cumbria County Council towards the maintenance.
895.2 Goal Posts

Discussion were held regarding the most appropriate method of making sure the goal posts were safe and meet current recommendations.  It was agreed to wait until after the next quarterly play area inspection before progressing and seek advice as to the best type of goal posts to have and the best means of meeting safety guidance.

Under this item, Cllr Mark raised concerns that cattle had been straying onto the Village Green.  Cllr Fowler suggested that Natural England should be contacted to put controls in place.  As the item was not on the agenda and therefore should not have been discussed, and the fact that the Clerk, who had not been informed that the matter would be raised, had a personal conflict of interest in the item and was not given the opportunity to vacate the room, she declined to offer any advice.
895.3 Tree Stumps

Works have now been completed to remove the tree stumps.  Thanks were offered to Cllr Hogg.  An article will be placed in the next newsletter to thank Mr Murray for his donation towards the works which are on land owned by the Parish Council.
895.4 Play Area Maintenance
