	Public Participation
City Cllr Bowman informed Cllr’s that a new Mayor had been elected and that the Local Plan was due to be published imminently.

883.1/16 Transparency Grant

A cheque in respect of the above grant had been received which the Clerk had used to purchase a new computer and some necessary software.
883.2/16 Training 
A training course for Cllr’s had been held in May and all agreed that it had been a useful experience, particularly being able to work alongside other nearby Councils.

	Village Green and Common Land

884.1/16 Land Adjacent to the Grove
It was noted that the application had been completed and that the land was now owned by the Parish Council.  It was agreed that a letter of thanks should be sent to Mr M Murray for his assistance in cutting the grass on behalf of the Parish Council.  This will be done after the end of the grass cutting season.
884.2/16 Railings at Church

Thanks were given to those Cllr’s who had helped to paint the railings adjacent to the Church, bringing the project to a close.
884.3/16 Tree Risk Assessment

Conflicting advice had been received following suggestions to undertake a radical pollard of the lime trees in the village to prevent recurring maintenance costs.  In order to progress, City Cllr Bowman will seek independent advice from a City Council Officer before the topic is discussed further at the September meeting. 
884.4/16 Goal Posts
Consideration was given as to how to secure the portable goal posts to comply with recent safety guidance.  After deliberation it was agreed to anchor the posts securely into the ground using U clips.  Cllrs Winter and Mark will arrange the layout of the pitch and secure the posts.
884.5/16 Tree Stumps

An offer had been received from a member of the public to pay to remove the tree stumps on the area of land adjacent to the Grove.  The Council agreed that if the member of the public was willing to donate the money to the Parish Council then they would organise a team of volunteers to carry out the works and remove the stumps.  The Clerk will organise a quotation and formally request the donation before any progress is made.
884.6/16 Play Area Inspection
Noted that the quarterly operational play inspection has been carried out with a number of ‘very low risk’ or ‘low risk’ items present.  Cllr Mark is to confirm a date for the laying of new safety matting under the see-saw with the contractor and Cllr Brocklebank is to arrange fitting of new safety caps.  Cllrs Hogg and Mark are also to investigate greasing the see-saw as per the risk assessment recommendation.
884.7/16 Village Green Assessments
Cllr Fowler will distribute the agreed checklist to the volunteers so that assessments can begin to be recorded.  It was noted that drainage issues on the Green are becoming troublesome.  Cllrs Hogg and Fowler will discuss the drainage problems before proper discussion at the September meeting.  Cllr Brocklebank noted he has reported a leaking manhole to United Utilities.
